
 

 

Cloth Quilt Bag  
 

For an Exhibition, each quilt is to be delivered in its own cloth bag 
with your name, address & phone number printed large and clearly on the outside. 

A Bakers Delight calico bag or similar,  OR  a normal household pillow case may suit 
 

Cutting and making a simple pillow case style Quilt Bag 
(the flap can be on the inside or on the outside) 

 

Bag suitable for … Finished size (approximately) Cut size Flap size 

Small Quilts 47cm x 50cm /   18½” x 20” 19½” x 50” 8” 

Medium Quilts 53cm x 60cm /     21” x 23½” 22” x 58½” 9½” 

Large Quilts 60cm x 71cm /   23½” x 28” 24½” x 69” 11” 
 

 

• Sew a small hem on each of the short ends  
• Place fabric right side up.  
• Turn the fabric over at Fold B first for flap on the outside 

8” (small), 9½” (medium), 11” (large)

• Turn the fabric over at Fold A 
20” (small), 23½” (medium), 28” (large) 
Wriggle it until it all sits nice and smooth 

• Overlock  
or sew a ½” seam along both long edges and neaten with 
pinking shears or  zig-zag along the edge 

• Turn the inside out and fold the flap over the top 
• Attach a label with your name, address & phone number printed large and clearly 

or simply write on the bag with Texta  
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
